The Republic of Serbia has received financing from the World Bank toward the cost of the Floods Emergency Recovery Project, and intends to apply part of the proceeds for consulting services.
 

The consulting services ("the Services") include supervision of civil works for rehabilitation of the flood protection structures and drainage control systems in Serbia. 

 

Supervision is required for the following works:

 

1.      Flood protection of Novi Pazar settlement including regulation and embankment protection of Raska River and its tributaries. Section I from Careva Cuprija to mouth of Banjska River (2,15 km) - estimated duration of the contract 16 months;

 

2.      Flood protection of Aleksinac settlement including regulation and embankment works on Moravica River through Aleksinac town from km 2+370 to km 3+100 providing the flow capacity for the high water at upstream section from km 3+100 to km 3+950, and downstream section from km 2+000 to km 2+ 370 - estimated duration of the contract 16 months;

 

3.      Flood protection of Smederevska Palanka settlement including reconstruction of regulation works at Jasenica river and dike (from km 10+235 to 19+300) for protecting of the river flow capacity in the upstream section (from km 19+300 to km 24+454) - estimated duration of the contract 16 months;

 

4.      Flood protection of Negotin area including reconstruction of protective system in Radujevac and including embankment construction works (2,7 km) - estimated duration of the contract is 13 months;

 

5.      Construction of flood protection system for Donji Ljubes settlement including reconstruction of the left bank embankment (16,7 km) of the river Juzna Morava with left bank protection (1,1 km) - estimated duration of the contract is 19 months;

 

6.      Rehabilitation of Tamis dike including heightening of 1 meter for 13,5 km section - estimated duration of the contract 18 months;

 

7.      Erosion protection and rehabilitation works on left bank on the Sava River on section km 174+000 to km 178+500 - estimated duration of the contract is 9 months;

 

8.      Rehabilitation of the left bank embankment  (1+800 to km 9+850) and Sombor town (km 3+461 to km 6+583 and km 49+410 to km 52+400) – embankment crest stabilization (asphaltic road) - estimated duration of the contract 13 months.

 

The objective of the assignment is to provide full administration of the contracts for works listed above, monitor the construction works and certify payments. The Consultant is to supervise works and approve the materials and the workmanship of the works. It is the responsibility of the consultant to ensure that the works are carried out in full compliance with the contract, applicable laws of the Republic of Serbia and to the satisfaction of the Employer. 

 

Consultancy services under this contract will be required through the end of the project closing of the Floods Emergency Recovery Project, i.e. until December 20, 2017. 

The Ministry of Agriculture and Environment  Directorate for Water now invites eligible consulting firms ("Consultants") to indicate their interest in providing the Services. Interested Consultants should provide information demonstrating that they have the required qualifications and relevant experience to perform the Services (description of consultant's organization and capacities, description of similar assignments, experience in similar conditions etc.) 

The short list will be comprised based on information provided on the firm's organization and capacities, specific experience of the firm relevant to the assignment and experience in similar conditions in the last five years. 

The attention of interested Consultants is drawn to paragraph 1.9 of the World Bank's Guidelines: Selection and Employment of Consultants under IBRD Loans and IDA Credits & Grant  by World Bank Borrowers dated January 2011 revised July 2014  ("Consultant Guidelines"), setting forth the World Bank's policy on conflict of interest.

Consultants may associate with other firms in the form of a joint venture or a sub consultancy to enhance their qualifications.

A Consultant will be selected in accordance with the Quality and Cost Based Selection (QCBS) method set out in the Consultant Guidelines.
